4.  NEW BUSINESS:

a. General Information:

· Buckshot discussed the status of the Memorandum of Agreement.  The new MOA is a perpetual document that is in effect until rescinded by the Commander.  Approved hunting areas will be an Addendum to the MOA and will be reviewed and signed annually, based on current status of training, ranges, etc.
· Additional property should be approved soon.  This will require labor and funds to install 3 gates and place boundary signs.
· The Club will support a BBQ for the Myron Rolle Leadership Academy (MRLA) on 6 July 2010 at Quarters # 1 beginning 0900 and serving @ 1800.  The TAG and other leadership representatives including the Department of Children and Families will be present along with several players from the NFL and other motivational speakers.
