BY-LAWS

OF:

CAMP BLANDING ROD & GUN CLUB, INC.


I
There shall be a Camp Blanding Rod & Gun Club, (herein referred to as the Club) established on the installation, governed by the Installation Commander and managed by the club Board of Directors.  

II
PURPOSE

To provide a collective membership dedicated to wildlife development, protection and management for recreational purposes and removal of species identified as “nuisance animals” on specified areas within the military reservation known as Camp Blanding Joint Training Center (CBJTC). Activities of the Club will be governed in accordance with all applicable CBJTC and Florida Wildlife Commission (FWC) rules and regulations.  Additionally, the Club provides the Florida National Guard a benefit to recruiting / retention efforts and advises the Installation Commander on matters related to hunting, fishing and game management. To accomplish this purpose, Club members will plan, fund, and work for the development of fishing, hunting and other related outdoor sporting events on Camp Blanding. 
III

MEMBERSHIP
1. Club memberships are available to eligible personnel, as defined below, who qualify by payment of dues and agree to abide by the established rules and regulations of the Club.
2. Immediate Family members are extended the same recreational privileges as the member when accompanied by a bonified member.  Immediate family members are defined as: Spouse, Mother, Father, Children, Step-Children, Son / Daughter-in-Law. and Grandchildren. (Family members are exempted from voting rights).  Family members other than Father, Mother or Spouse, who have attained the age of 21, must pay daily guest fees IAW Article VII.  Members sponsoring Guests are fully responsible for the actions of their Guests at all times.
3. Honorary Members are nominated / approved during the Fall General Meeting each September.  For the 2010-11 Season, the Club is capped 200 total members, based on Priority as defined below.  The Secretary will maintain a waiting list if the cap is reached. Selections will be made based on Priority and date application is received.  Membership applications will be accepted 01 April thru 31 May each year.  

Eligibility for membership is as follows:
Priority I:  Military
Active / Retired Florida Army National Guard

Active / Retired Florida Air National Guard

Current member renewals receive priority over new member applications

Priority II:  Department of Military Affairs (DMA)
Active DMA employees (Full Time) 

Retired DMA employees (retired / 20 years documented service)


Priority III:



Honorary Members:

Definition of an Honorary Member – Persons who, by virtue of their position or ability to make significant and positive contributions to the Club, or those recognized for their outstanding service to the Florida National Guard who otherwise would be ineligible for membership as defined above. 
Persons wishing to become an Honorary Member (other than Category I) must submit an application for membership to the Board each year NLT 30 AUG. Applications will be presented to the general membership, during the September meeting by the Secretary, whereas each applicant will be voted upon for approval.



Category I:

Automatic Honorary Membership (Free membership- for duration of assignment)
a. Installation Commander 
b. Installation Command Sergeant Major.
c. Florida National Guard Wounded Warrior / Silver Star or higher recipient.

d. FWC Biologist 
e. Installation Forester

Category II:

Honorary Membership (Annual application with dues payable)

IV
RULES AND REGULATIONS

Club Members are regulated by applicable CBJTC Installation, Range Control, and Safety rules and regulations.  All hunting and fishing will be in accordance with FWC guidelines.  See Rules for more specific rules and area information:

GENERIC
1. Preserve, protect and all state / federal property of CBJTC and report all damages, injuries and accidents promptly.
2. Abide by the instructions of the Board of Directors, Club Rules, pertaining to any coordinated hunts, tournaments, events when arranged and managed by the Club.

3. Abstain from consuming alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs during any activity or while operating any vehicle on the installation.

4. Access to hunting / fishing areas will be only via approved locations. See Rules for specific area guidelines.
5. CBJTC Military Police and Range Control personnel are authorized to stop and question any member to determine valid club membership. All members are expected to fully cooperate with these personnel.

6. Always consider were you are shooting to prevent projectiles, bullets from leaving the hunt area boundaries to prevent injury to personnel or damage to facilities. 

V
APPROVED HUNTING / FISHING AREAS
1. Areas approved for Club member’s usage are reviewed and approved annually by the Installation Commander and the Board of Directors and specified in an addendum to the Memorandum of Agreement.  Current year area maps are prepared and disseminated to the membership and Installation support staff as necessary (Military Police, Forestry, Range Control / Operations, Medical Operations).
2. As the Club aquires new properties for the purpose of hunting, the membership will be advised via email that a 14 day period of Scouting is authorized.  Beginning the 15th day, members will be authorized to place stands, feeders or establish food plots, subject to specified restrictions, if any.  Members found in violation of the 14 day restriction period will be subject to disiplanary action, up to multi-year termination.
VI
USE OF HUNTING DOGS
1.  Dogs are allowed in the following areas:  A, B, D, DD, E, F, G, H.   Use of dogs must be suspended whenever / wherever Troops are present or will be impacted by movement of member vehicles or dogs in that area.

2.  Dogs must be tagged IAW FWC rules. 

VII

GUESTS
Members are allowed one (1) guest per day. Members are responsible for guests paying the established daily guest fees and completing / signing a Waiver of Liability (located in the Clubhouse) prior to engagement of any activities.  See Rules for additional information.

VIII

CLUBHOUSE
1. Will be maintained by the membership and managed by the board of Directors.

2. Clubhouse amenities are available for use only by bonified members and guests.

3. Will contain a bulletin board maintained by the Board of Directors and will contain a current copy of: Club Rules, By-Laws, Memorandum of Agreement, approved area maps.

4. Will contain Log Books to record Game Harvest and Guests.
5. Will contain a locked box to receive guest Fees, managed by the Club Secretary / Treasurer.
6. Will contain location box where members will place their Club ID cards in the areas they are hunting / fishing.  

7. Will be policed and cleaned by each member using the facility.  

IX

WORKDAYS
Workdays will be scheduled throughout the year and dates posted on the Club Website: www.campblandingrod-gunclub.com . Members must attend at least two (2) Special Events workdays or General Meetings in order to maintain qualification for membership.  A $50.00 fine will be imposed for failure to meet this requirement.  Workday(s) / Special Event(s) schedule will be published on the website. Members unable to contribute on scheduled dates may contact the Board to schedule a makeup day(s).

DUES
Applications and dues will be payable and accepted annually beginning 01 April through 31 May.  Dues are non-refundable.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS, MEETINGS AND EXPENDITURES
Board of Directors are nominated and elected to positions by a simple majority vote of the members during the General Membership meeting each April.  The President of the Board may temporarily fill vacant positions until the next election.

 The board will consist of four (4) Officers and six (6) Board Members:

Two members – 4 year term


Three members – 3 year term


Two members – 2 year term
MEETINGS-
General Membership Meeting will be scheduled and convened by the Board a minimum of twice annualy on the first Tuesday evening in April and September, @ 1900 in the CBJTC Headquarters, unless otherwise noted. A minimum of 25 members must be present to establish a quorum. The April meeting will consist of Rule / By-Laws changes / modifications, Officer and board member elections, and other Club business.  The September meeting will consist of general Club information, new member Safety Briefings, and drawing of Doe Tags.

Special Membership Meeting may be called by the President as needed.  Notice shall be sent by the Secretary 30 days in advance announcing the agenda, time and place of such meetings.  Notice shall be sent by e-mail or, for members not having an e-mail address, by first class mail to their last known mailing address.  Upon written petition of 20 or more regular members in good standing, the President or in his absence the Vice-President or Board, shall call a special meeting for the purpose of reviewing or rescinding action by any officer or by the Board, or recall of any officer or Board Member specified in the petition.  Notice of such special meeting shall be sent by the Secretary according to the previous paragraph.
EXPENDITURES-

The Board is authorized to expend up to $500.00, per project and at its discresion, in the best interest of the Club, without prior membership approval. Expenditures exceeding $500.00 must be presented to the membership via e-mail.  Written (e-mail) responses from 25 or more members in good standing will be constitute approval for expediture up to the amount specified.  Such expenditures will then be announced in the next correspondence to the Membership.
XII

VEHICLE IDENTIFICATION
Vehicles entering Club areas must display a Club decal on the lower portion of the inside of the driver’s windshield.  One (1) decal is provided to each member annually with additional decals available from the Club Secretary at cost.  Only one current year decal is authorized and recognized and must be changed annually. 

XIII

DISCIPLINE

Members may present grievances or report violations of Club Rules or By-Laws to any member of the Board of Directors, however, this must be in writing / e-mail and clearly identify the place / date of the offense, name of the complainant, the name of the accused and a statement of the offense they witnessed.  Second hand reports will not be entertained by the Board.  The accuser will be called to be present at the violation hearing.

 The Board may then, by majority vote, approve disciplinary action against any member who is accused and found guilty of violation of Installation Policies / Regulations or Club Rules.  Disciplinary action may include fines, suspension, expulsion, and / or reporting actions to FWC and / or Military Police.

XIV

HUNTER SAFETY COURSE
Membership Applications must include a State of Florida Hunter Safety Certificate.  Applications will not be approved until this is on file with the Club Secretary.  This requirement is not required for members that only fish.  

XV

AMENDMENTS
These By-Laws can only be amended by a majority vote from a quorum of twenty five (25) dues paying members present during the April general membership meeting.  
XV
SPECIAL EVENTS

a. The Board periodically receives requests from the CBJTC Commander to support select Special Events. These events should enhance the relationship between CBJTC and the Club.  The Board will review each request and determine if the Club should support the event after considering the impact to the Club (Resources, manpower, and expense).  In each event, the expenses to the Club should not exceed $500.00 unless it is presented to the membership (via special meeting or e-mail) and approved by 25 or more voting members in good standing.
