CLUB RULES

Camp Blanding Rod and Gun Club, Incorporated

2011-2012

1.  GOVERNING REGULATIONS
  All hunting and fishing activities including season dates and bag limits, where approved by Camp Blanding Joint Training Center (CBJTC), will be governed by the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission regulations, published annually.  Links to these documents can be accessed on the Camp Blanding Rod & Gun Club website:  www.campblandingrod-gunclub.com

2. SAFETY
a. Hunter Orange:  Hunters must wear orange vest while on the ground during general gun season, muzzle loading, and spring gobbler season.  Hunter orange is not required while in your tree stand, during archery season or while hunting in archery only areas.
b. Safety Briefings:  New members must receive a Safety Briefing prior to receiving their membership card.  Membership ID Cards will not be issued until this briefing is conducted and Briefing document is signed and received by the club Secretary.  Safety Briefings are normally scheduled during workdays.  A Board Member of the Club will also present a safety briefing prior to organized hunting and fishing events.

c. Hunter Safety Course Certificates:  Must accompany applications from new members.  The club Secretary will maintain certificates in each members file.  Certificates from other states are acceptable.  Duplicate Florida certificate can be obtained at: http://myfwc.com/huntered/he_Student/home.asp
3. WEAPONS
Long bows, compound bows, muzzle loaders not smaller than .40 calibers, shotguns using buckshot not smaller than #3 for the taking of deer and shot not larger than #2 for the taking of turkey.  Pistols, Rifles and Crossbows are approved for use in accordance with the Memorandum of Agreement between Camp Blanding Training Site and Camp Blanding Rod and Gun Club, Inc

4. GUESTS
The first fourteen days of general gun season will be limited to members only.  Guests will be allowed after the 14th day of general gun season.  Members are limited to one (1) guest per day.  Guest fees are $10.00 per day and guest must be registered in the guest book at the lock box in Area B or the lock box in the Clubhouse prior to each hunt. Fees MUST be paid in advanced using envelopes provided and placed in the box provided.  Club members must write their name and their Guests name on the envelope and ensure a signed release waiver form is included.
5. FAMILY MEMBERS
As defined in the By-Laws.

6. LOGGING HARVESTED GAME 
All kills must be recorded in the GAME LOG book located in the wooden desk located inside the Clubhouse for ALL HUNTS.
7. OCCUPYING HUNTING AREAS
Prior to hunting members must hang their Rod & Gun ID card inside the lock box located in the Clubhouse or the lockbox located in Area B-C in the area they intend to hunt.  Each Member will be issued two ID cards, 1 to hang and 1 to carry. Prior to hunting (or fishing) members should call the Camp Blanding Hunting and Fishing Hotline 904-682-3318 to determine if the area(s) they want to use are open. If Range Control cables are up or Red Range Flags are flying, do not enter that area and do not contact the Military Police or Range Control for information concerning open/closed areas.  Members are authorized to be in approved Rod and Gun Club areas in accordance with current year Memorandum of Agreement.   If someone is lost or injured, notify any of the Board Members listed in the membership roster.
8. USE OF DOGS

Dog hunting in Area B is authorized the beginning the first day of general gun season.  Coordinated dog hunting is authorized after DEC 15th in Areas – A-B-D-DD-E-F-G.   Dates will be coordinated with Range Control, scheduled in advance and posted in the website Calendar of Events.  All dogs must be tagged IAW FWC current regulations governing dogs.  Hog hunting with dogs is authorized, day or night, beginning the 1st day after Turkey Season until 30 days prior to Archery Season – and beginning 15 DEC until 2 weeks prior to Turkey Season in any area authorized dogs.  Blood trail only dogs are authorized in any area used by the Club for the purpose of tracking and recovering injured game.

9. TURKEY
Turkey hunting will be managed in accordance with current FWC regulations.
10.  FERAL HOGS
Wild Hogs are considered non-regulated animals and are authorized to take year round with no bag limit.  Use of dogs is authorized.  Hogs may be taken by any weapon approved for the area hunted.
11.  DEER

Deer harvest and antler size will follow FWC annual regulations.
12.  NUSIUANCE ANIMAL HUNTING / TRAPPING

Feral Hogs, Raccoons, Possums, Armadillos and Coyotes are unregulated animals within Florida’s wildlife species.  Their existance in large numbers severly impact and reduce Game species, destroy real estate (Landing Zones, Air Fields, Training Areas) and create an unsafe conditions in populated areas such as: Campgrounds;  Recreational / Troop billeting areas and Troop Training areas throughout the installation.  


When provided written approval by the Installation Commander, Club members will be authorized to take non regulated animals year round, within authorized hunt areas, using weapons authorized for those areas and in accordance with FWC regulations.  Letters of authorization will be posted on the Clubhouse Bulletin board and the Club website. Members will not participate in these activities until documents are posted. 
13. TREE STANDS
Members are limited to four (4) stands per paying member, with no more than two in any one hunting area.  Stands must not be permanently attached to any trees.  (No nails, screws, etc.)  Stands must be clearly marked with the member’s name, legible from the ground.  Stands without a name on it can and will be removed by any member finding it. If a stand is removed, contact a Board Member in order to secure stand until it can be claimed by the owner. Consider Hunter Ethics before placing your stand, which should be no closer than 100 yards from another member unless prior written or verbal permission is given.    
14.  FEEDING STATIONS
Includes automatic feeders and food plots.  Establishment of individual feeding stations, IAW FWC is authorized.  Stations must be clearly marked with the Club member’s name.  Members who elect to establish a feeding station must: 

a.   Be at least 100 yards from another member’s station.

b. New members are eligible to establish feeders beginning their 2nd year of membership.

c. Cease feeding on 1 March and resume after turkey season.

d. Feeding stations will be limited to four (4) per paying club member.  
e. Stations must be clearly marked with the Club member’s name.  

f. Food plots may be developed and maintained by the club or individuals. Food plots maintained by the club are open for use by all members.  Individual food plots should receive the same hunter ethic as feeding stations.

g. Maintain feeders IAW FWC regulations.

15. PARKING
Vehicles should be parked in such a manner as not to block traffic, interfere with others hunting or in obvious view of the public using Management Areas.  Vehicle traffic should be considerate of traveling through hunting areas during prime hunting times. 
16. VEHICLE CLUB STICKERS – ID CARDS

Stickers - All vehicles entering into hunt areas must have a current year CBR&GC sticker.  Each member will be issued one sticker with one (1) additional sticker available for purchase from Club Secretary.   Stickers must be placed inside on the lower driver’s windshield.

ID Cards – Each member will be issued two (2) ID Cards (1 for hanging in Clubhouse and 1 to carry) that contains the following information:  1) Current season;  2) Members Name;  3) Date Issued;  4) Signature of the Member and Club Secretary.  One ID card will be surrendered into the lock box located in the Clubhouse prior to the member occupying any hunting / fishing area.  This will allow members to readily see what areas other members are already using as well as provide valuable safety information to assist in locating missing members.  Card must be removed from the box upon departure.  Cards left remaining after normal hunting / fishing times will prompt an attempt to contact the member to determine their status.

17.  CLUBHOUSE COOLER
Game can be stored in cooler no longer than seven (7) days.  Beyond 7 days, the Board will make decision where to donate the game.  All game must be tagged with the member’s name, date of kill, time of kill and weight.  Members are reminded to maintain the inside of the cooler clean after use.
18. GENERAL RULES:
a. Woodcutting is not permitted during hunting season.

b. Illegal entry to a hunt area will result in dismissal from the Club.  The Rod and Gun Club gates on Treat Road are the ONLY access point to B & C areas.

c. Illegal hunters will be reported to the Provost Marshall with a statement sent to the Club President.  It is everyone’s responsibility to patrol and help maintain security in the hunting club areas.

d. Obey all post regulations.

e. Members are subject to fines and disciplinary actions when found not in compliance with established rules and regulations.

f. Rules can only be changed once a year during the April meeting, unless an emergency or a safety requirement arises whereas Officers and Board of Directors may make necessary changes.  A majority vote for a quorum of 25, due paying members present is required to change or modify a rule. The Board has the authority to act in the best interest of the Club for events not covered in the current rules, regulations or by-laws.
g. Alcoholic Beverages are not allowed during official Club meetings. (does not include workdays or  family events)
19.  DISCPLINARY ACTIONS
Members found guilty of three (3) minor offenses by the Board may result in automatic dismissal from the Club. Disciplinary actions are cumulative, not just during the current year.

Three (3) minor cumulative offenses may result in dismissal and bar from future membership:  Below are a few examples, Board Members will determine further minor offenses.
a. Improper logging of game.

b. Hunting without orange vest when required by FWC regulations.
c. Use of weapons not specifically allowed in hunt areas.

d. Improper registration of guest.

e.   Use of alcoholic beverages / illegal drugs while hunting.

20. DISMISSALS
All dismissals will be for a minimum of ONE YEAR, unless determined to be inadequate penalty for the offense.  
21. APPEALS
All members have the right to appeal a penalty within ten (10) days of notification.  Appeal hearing will consist of at least five (5) Board members, the accused member, the accuser and any witness. Members wishing to appeal must contact the Secretary at: 5629 SR 16W Building 2300, Starke  FL 32091
